Calling All Dog Owners
All dogs age of 6 months or older, regardless of size, are required by state statute to be
 licensed.  New tags are ready to issue
.  The deadline for licensing is December 31
st
.  The fee for a fixed dog is $6 and unaltered is $11.  A late fee of $25 will be charged in addition to the licensing fee starting February 1st.  If we do not have current rabies vaccination information on file, you will need to show the rabies certificate at time of licensing.  If your dog has been fixed since last licensed, please bring proof of spaying/neutering from your veterinarian.
